computer. If you have a tablet 

or a smart phone it also must 

have an Android or an Apple 

operating system.   

     I have a simple “pay as you 

go” cell phone, so I can’t use 

that to listen to an audiobook. I 

could use a tablet, but I don’t 

have one of those. I could use 

my computer, but I can’t use 

that in my car. 

    

  If you have a vast collection of 

VHS recordings, it is useless 

today unless you have a VCR 

player, and they are getting 

harder to find — much like cas-

settes, eight tracks and vinyl 

records. 

     If you have Windows 8 or 10 

you can use a wide variety of 

apps. Windows 7 

can’t use apps at 

all. Then there are 

apps that can be 

used with Apple 

or Android com-

puters that you 

can’t use with 

Windows com-

puters. 

     Now consider 

books – the paper 

kind – not the 

electronic kind. The same book 

that I read as a child, my chil-

dren can read. In fact I can read 

the same books my grandpar-

ents may have read. The only 

technology necessary may be a 

pair of reading glasses or a 

light. No updates, no new  for-

mats, no additional memory or 

faster data rates are required. 

     Books, to me are much more 

egalitarian than digital technol-

ogy. Let’s hope it stays that 

way!

Apple Pumpkin Walnut Muffins 

 

1 2/3 c. all -purpose flour  

1/2 c. granulated sugar  

1/2 c. firmly packed light brown sugar  

1 tsp. ground cinnamon  

1 tsp. kosher salt  

1/2 tsp. baking powder  

1/2 tsp. baking soda  

1/2 tsp. ground ginger  

1/4 tsp. ground cloves  

1 c. canned pumpkin puree (not pumpkin  

        pie filling)  

2 large eggs  

1/2 c. walnut oil or vegetable oil  

1 large firm -sweet apple, peeled, cored,          

 and cut into 1/4 -inch cubes  

1/4 c. walnuts, chopped  

1 tsp. vanilla extract  

15 walnut halves for garnish (optional)  

 

¶ Preheat oven to 375. Line one 15 -cup 

muffin tin with paper liners, or grease 

with butter. In a large bowl, whisk to-

gether the flour, sugar, cinnamon, salt, 

baking powder, baking soda, ginger 

and cloves. In a medium bowl, whisk 

together the pumpkin puree, eggs, oil, 

apple, chopped walnuts, and vanilla.  

 

¶ Add the wet ingredients to the dry and 

stir to combine (do not overmix). Divide 

the batter among the 15 muffin cups, 

filling each about three -quarters full, 

and top each with a walnut half if de-

sired. Bake until the muffins are puffed 

and golden and a cake tester comes 

out clean, 20 to 25 minutes. Let the muf-

fins cool on a rack for 15 minutes. Best 

served warm!
